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Resumen:

En la antigiiedad grecolatina era funda-
mental la formacion de personas capacitadas,
cultas y profesionales que supieran expresar
adecuadamente sus ideas por medio del dis-
curso, como tomar decisiones politicas, como
defender una postura o acusar a determinada
persona y persuadir al juez de adherirse a su
argumento y conclusiones. Estas caracteristi-
cas se desarrollaban en la escuela de retérica.
Este articulo describe las caracteristicas de
la educacion en Roma, su papel dentro de la
sociedad, quiénes y como recibian la educa-
cién, qué cambios sufrié durante la historia
y, sobre todo, cual fue el papel de la retérica
en las escuelas de la antigua Roma. El obje-
tivo del trabajo es identificar la influencia de
la educacion romana en la cultura occidental
y rescatar la importancia de la retérica para
la educacién contemporanea. Se contemplan
tres etapas historicas en las que cambia la
educacion latina. Empezaremos con la des-
cripcion de la jornada escolar, los distintos

tipos de profesores y la estructura de la edu-
cacion. Se hace, ademas, especial énfasis en el
papel de la retérica en la educacion, los dife-
rentes ejercicios declamatorios (controversias
y suasorias), su funcién como creadora de ciu-
dadanos participativos y, finalmente, los mo-
tivos de la decadencia de la retérica.

Entre las conclusiones comprobamos como
los métodos de ensefnanza y modelos educati-
vos heredados de los griegos y cultivados por
los romanos atin conservan algunas de sus
principales caracteristicas en la sociedad ac-
tual. Para bien o para mal, se heredan tanto
las virtudes como los problemas de la educa-
cion, tal es el caso del interés por desarrollar la
capacidad argumentativa del lenguaje o entre
las dificultades que atin quedan por resolver, la
escasa retribucion a los profesores y el acceso
restringido a los niveles de educacion superior.

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Abstract:

The training of proficient, educated and
professional people was essential in Graeco-Ro-
man antiquity. Rhetoric was used to deliver
a speech correctly, make political decisions,
defend a position, or accuse a certain person
and to persuade a judge. These characteris-
tics were developed in the school of rhetoric.
This article describes the characteristics of ed-
ucation in Rome, its role within society, who
received education and how, the changes it
underwent during the course of history and,
above all, the role of rhetoric in the schools of
Ancient Rome. The objective of the work is to
identify the influence of Roman education on
Western culture and to reclaim the importance
of rhetoric for contemporary education. It will
consider three historical stages in which Ro-
man education underwent changes. We will
start with the description of the school day, the

different types of teachers and the structure
of education. Special emphasis is also placed
on the role of rhetoric in education, the differ-
ent declamatory exercises (controversies and
suasories ), the role of rhetoric in creating par-
ticipative citizens and finally, the reasons for
the decline of rhetoric. Among the conclusions,
we will verify how some of the teaching meth-
ods and educational models inherited from the
Greeks and cultivated by the Romans, still
retain some of their main characteristics in
today’s society. For better and for worse, the
virtues of education have been inherited, as
have the problems, such as the matter of in-
sufficient pay for teachers and limited access
to higher education, difficulties which are yet
to be resolved.

1. Introduccién

La educacién comenzé como un servi-
cio privilegiado en el que tnicamente las
personas con mayor estatus social recibian
educacion formal. Hoy la educacion consti-
tuye una institucion fundamental para la
mayoria de las sociedades, como principal
motor de bienestar y ascenso social.

La sociedad occidental actual tiene su
origen y fundamento en Roma y en Grecia.
En la antigtiedad grecolatina se consideraba
fundamental la formacién de personas capa-
citadas, cultas y profesionales que supieran
expresar adecuadamente sus ideas a través
de la palabra, tomar decisiones politicas, de-
fender una postura o acusar ante un juez.

La educaci6n, por tanto, juega un papel muy
importante para la sociedad romana y para
el resto de las culturas denominadas occi-
dentales, herederas del legado clasico.

Por esta razon, este articulo recoge las
caracteristicas de la escuela antigua, su pa-
pel dentro de la sociedad, la descripcion de
quiénes y cémo recibian la educacién, qué
cambios sufrié durante la historia y, sobre
todo, cual fue el papel de la retérica en las
escuelas de Roma. El objetivo principal del
trabajo consiste en identificar la influen-
cia de la educacion romana en la cultura
occidental y rescatar la importancia de la
retérica para la educacion contemporanea.
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Técito, en un fragmento del Didlogo de
los oradores (Dial., 28-4, 29-5), proporciona
un interesante panorama de la educacion en
su época. El pasaje sirve para conocer las ca-
racteristicas del sistema educativo, sus difi-
cultades y expectativas. Refleja la aparicion
en esta época de estereotipos relacionados
con la educacion, que mantienen su vigencia
en la época actual, como el desinterés de los
alumnos por aprender o el papel de la madre
en la educacion de los hijos; la eleccion de
buenos maestros que infundan las buenas
costumbres para formar ciudadanos parti-
cipativos y cabales, capaces de expresar sus
ideas de una forma adecuada, delicada y pro-
vechosa. La mirada al modelo clésico puede
aportar algunas luces para entender mejor
de donde venimos y a donde nos dirigimos.

Para realizar este trabajo partimos de la
divisién histérica mas tradicional que pro-
pone Ledn Lézaro (2013). Seglin este au-
tor, la educacion en Roma puede dividirse
principalmente en tres grandes etapas: la
primera corresponde a los siglos vi- a. C.,
es decir, a la Monarquia y los primeros
momentos de la Republica; la segunda es
el periodo comprendido entre los siglos
a. C. y 1 d. C, entre las guerras ptnicas y
el reinado de los Antoninos, la cual se dis-
tingue por la llegada del modelo griego; y
la tercera etapa, el Bajo Imperio, cuando
se introduce la declamacion como género
literario. Ademas de repasar las caracte-
risticas de la educacion latina a lo largo
de los distintos periodos histéricos, sera
necesario revisar la estructura del sistema
educativo y, por altimo, el uso de la reto-
rica y la oratoria y la implementacion de
diferentes tipos de ejercicios declamatorios
y argumentativos.

2. Los primeros tiempos

En la Roma arcaica, los padres eran
los principales encargados de la educacion
de los hijos, que consistia en la ensenanza
de las primeras letras. Desde el nacimien-
to y hasta que comenzaban a desarrollar
un minimo de uso de razén estaban bajo
la autoridad y a cargo de la madre, aun-
que generalmente delegaba los primeros
tres afos en una nodriza que les ensena-
ba a hablar, a reconocer los ntimeros y las
letras, y les explicaba las leyendas de los
dioses y los héroes. A partir de los siete
anos los ninos pasaban a depender del
padre, mientras que las ninas continua-
ban bajo la supervisién de la madre para
aprender las labores domésticas y la ad-
ministracion del hogar.

Lo habitual consistia en educar a las
mujeres como senoras de la casa, para vi-
gilar y asignar trabajos a las esclavas, ad-
ministrar la despensa y encargarse de la
crianza de hijos. En las fuentes literarias
aparece la imagen de las mujeres hilan-
do, tejiendo o bordando, junto al hogar de
la casa con sus esclavas, segin recuerda
un epitafio de época republicana: casta
fuit, domum servavit, lanam fecit (CIL 1,
1007). El paterfamilias concertaba su ma-
trimonio y, tras la celebracién de la boda,
la hija pasaba a depender del marido y a
encargarse de la administracion familiar
del nuevo hogar. La educacion de las mu-
jeres también incluia su participacion en
la vida social, mucho més activa en la cul-
tura romana que en la griega; acudian a
los banquetes en compania de sus maridos,
destacaban por su discrecion y virtud y por
ello gozaban de una relativa libertad de
movimientos.
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Los romanos valoraban mucho la vida
doméstica y las virtudes de las antiguas
matronas republicanas: un ejemplo privado
que se presenta como modelo ptiblico de una
madre de familia, noble y virtuosa, especial-
mente vinculada con las responsabilidades
del Estado, pero no solo con la funcién de
dotarle de nuevos ciudadanos. En la Eneida,
las matronas se rebelan y piden una ciudad:
Urbem orant; taedet pelagi perferre laborem
(Virgilio, Aen., V, 618 ss.) y queman las na-
ves mientras los hombres se entretienen en
los juegos. Las principales virtudes que se
deben inculcar en las mujeres, ademas de la
lealtad o fidelidad, son el silencio y la valen-
tia (Cfr. Plutarco, Mor., 247A).

En algunos casos, la mas alta aris-
tocracia se preocupaba de que las nifas
contaran con otros maestros especializa-
dos para instruirles en literatura latina
y griega y en otras artes como la musica
o la danza, pero sin abandonar la admi-
nistracion familiar y las tareas conside-
radas especificamente femeninas desde
tiempos antiguos. En la tradicién clasica
se conservan honrosas excepciones como
la madre de los Gracos, de Julio César u
Octavio Augusto. Ademas de Safo, Aspa-
sia de Mileto o Hipatia de Alejandria. (Cfr.
Plutarco, Deberes del matrimonio, Erético
y Virtudes de mujeres).

La costumbre mas extendida consistia
en que el cabeza de familia o paterfamilias
se hiciera cargo de la educacion de los hijos
varones. Una vez que habia aprendido a leer
y escribir con la madre y cumplidos los sie-
te anos, el nifo comenzaba una instruccion
mas practica, acorde con el crecimiento fisi-
co de los muchachos, tal y como se cuenta

que lo hicieron con sus hijos Caton el viejo
(Plutarco, Cat. Ma., 20, 5.) y Paulo Emilio
(Plutarco, Aem., 6, 8). El objetivo de esta
educacion, en un pueblo eminentemente
conservador y pragmatico como el romano,
consistia en dotar a los nuevos integrantes
de la familia de principios morales y buenas
costumbres, 0 mos maiorum, para desenvol-
verse por si mismos en la vida social y labo-
ral, conforme a los principios de la estirpe,
y por eso, el padre se dejaba acompanar por
su hijo en algunas de sus tareas cotidianas.
Entre las actividades mas destacadas, se in-
cluia el manejo del arado y de los rudimentos
de la agricultura; instruccién militar para
la defensa del territorio y de la familia; y la
piedad para con los dioses. Asi, por ejemplo,
como ya han destacado numerosos estudios,
M. Porcio Caton ensené directamente a su
hijo «las letras, le daba a conocer las leyes y
lo ejercitaba en la gimnasia, [...] a manejar
las armas y a gobernar un caballo» (Plutar-
co, Cat. Ma., 20,6).

La responsabilidad en la educacién de un
hijo en el ambito familiar terminaba cuando
este vestia la toga viril, entre los 14 y los 17
anos, segn la consideracion del paterfami-
lias, se inscribia como ciudadano, recibia los
tria nomina, retiraba de su cuello el amuleto
0 bulla contra los malos espiritus y comen-
zaba su instruccion en la vida piblica con su
primera visita al foro. Aunque el adolescente
que completaba este rito de mayoria de edad
ya podia votar y desempefar magistraturas
como ciudadano de pleno derecho, para con-
tinuar su formacion aun debia acompanar
activamente durante uno o dos afos a al-
gln otro pariente o amigo de la familia, que
generalmente tenfa mds experiencia en la
practica judicial, el derecho o sencillamente
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en las relaciones comerciales que se desarro-
llaban en el foro, corazén de la vida publica
de la antigua Roma. Esta especie de practi-
cas forenses, denominadas tirocinium fori,
formalizaban el siguiente paso en el proceso
formativo; mas tarde, debia cumplir con las
obligaciones militares para conocer las ar-
mas y la organizacién del ejército, convivir
con los demés ciudadanos y en funcion del
rango social ejercer como tribunus militum,
es decir, oficial de la legion.

El sistema educativo romano solo con-
sideraba la formacion de los ciudadanos
libres. Los siervos y esclavos, encargados
de las tareas de servicio y de las activida-
des agrarias, no tenian acceso a estudios.
Cada casa, no obstante, tenia un lugar re-
servado para la educacién de los esclavos
domésticos, donde podian adquirir los co-
nocimientos para desempenar con eficacia
sus obligaciones. Diversas fuentes y estu-
dios (Bonner, 2012) han aportado amplias
pruebas sobre el desarrollo posterior de un
espacio de este tipo, entre los esclavos del
emperador, en una especie de escuela fami-
liar dirigida por un pedagogo.

En cuanto a la educacién formal, esta
atestiguada desde los primitivos tiempos
de la Monarquia por algunas referencias,
como las de Plutarco (Cfr. Plutarco, Num.,
3), que al hablar de Rémulo y Remo afirma
que Fatstulo, el pastor que los encontré en
la cueva de la loba, los envié a la pequena
ciudad de Gabias y alli aprendieron letras
y todo lo demds que corresponde a los de
buena familia. (Cfr. Plutarco, Romm., 6).

Las escuelas como tales surgieron duran-
te la Reptblica en la ciudad de Roma, entre

las tiendas del foro, y en algunas otras ciuda-
des latinas, en las que resonaba el tarareo de
las voces de los nifios que aprendian a leer;
posteriormente, en torno al siglo m a. C., sue-
le citarse la aparicién de la primera escuela
con maestro propio, la de Espurio Carvilio
(Plutarco, Quaest. Rom., 59). Es entonces
cuando se imita el modelo griego, segin el
famoso verso de Horacio. (Ep., II, 1, 156).

A pesar del establecimiento de las es-
cuelas de retorica en Roma, todavia en el
siglo 1 los padres acompafnaban a sus hijos
en las procesiones sagradas para transmi-
tir la importancia del mos maiorum y el
peso de las tradiciones familiares. Como
se ve en los relieves representados en el
Ara pacis o segln el testimonio de Plinio
el Viejo: «cada uno tenia por maestro a su
propio padre, y quien carecia de él toma-
ba como padre a algin anciano distingui-
do y prudente; asi aprendian de la forma
mas segura, por los ejemplos y la practica,
cudl era el poder de los relatores, el dere-
cho de los que se oponian, la autoridad de
los magistrados, la libertad de los otros...»
(Ledn Lazaro, 2013, p. 473). Sin embargo,
la practica mas utilizada durante la Rep-
blica por parte de los padres consistia en
confiar la educacion de su hijo a un maes-
tro griego, como fue el caso de los Gracos,
formados por Diéfanes de Mitilene y Me-
nelao de Marato, respectivamente, de los
hijos de Pompeyo o del hijo de Cicerdn.

3. El modelo griego

En los siglos m y 11 a. C., cuando los ro-
manos tomaron un contacto mas estrecho
con el mundo griego, numerosos retoricos
y filésofos desembarcaron en la peninsula
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italica, como ya lo habian hecho en Grecia
durante el siglo v, con intencién de demo-
cratizar la cultura y sustituir el elitismo
individualista y aristocratico, tipicamente
romano, por un servicio social que permi-
tia el acceso y la participacion en la vida
ptblica de un mayor niimero de personas
adecuadamente preparadas (Jaeger, 2009,
p. 265 s8.).

Sin embargo, la proliferacion de las es-
cuelas griegas acrecent el caracter aristo-
cratico del sistema educativo y su relacion
con la ciudad, configurando una educacion
netamente urbana. La educacion se cir-
cunscribe a la poblacion ciudadana y libre,
instalada en los municipios con el objetivo
de formar a los miembros de las oligar-
quias dirigentes. Tras el definitivo control
militar y econdmico de todo el mediterra-
neo, el mundo romano vivira un contun-
dente proceso de helenizacién gracias a la
adopcion del sistema educativo griego. La
victoria militar abre camino al desarrollo
econdémico y cultural (Blanco Pérez, 2005).

Los primeros escritores en lengua la-
tina, Livio Andrénico y Ennio, son bue-
nos ejemplos de la asimilacion de la cul-
tura griega en Roma (Suetonio, Gram.,
1). Poco después, en el circulo de los Es-
cipiones, personajes como el historiador
Polibio de Megaldpolis, Didgenes de Ba-
bilonia, Panecio de Rodas y Didfanes de
Mitilene, entre otros, formaban jovenes
en el ideario helénico.

Este acercamiento al mundo helenisti-
co no estuvo exento de polémica y provoco
que el Senado expulsara a filésofos y reto-
ricos (Suetonio, Gram., 25) en el ano 173

a. C., y poco después en el 161 a. C. Aun-
que estos decretos «no exponen los moti-
vos de su expulsion, quiza se puede poner
en relacion con el peculiar antihelenismo
de ciertos grupos aristocraticos defensores
de los valores antiguos, de las costumbres
romanas campesinas, y que solo querian
dejar pasar por un filtro los valores helé-
nicos que podia llegar a asimilar esa cla-
se senatorial dominante. En un momento
determinado, filosofos y rétores podian re-
sultar inasimilables y fueron expulsados»
(Retorica a Herenio, 1991, p. 17).

Posteriormente, en el 92 a. C., los cen-
sores Gneo Domicio Enobarbo y Lucio
Licinio Craso volvieron a emitir un edic-
to sobre las escuelas de retérica latinas
con una fuerte amonestacion (Suetonio,
Gram., 25) porque la juventud no apren-
dia en ellas las costumbres de los mayores
y perdia el tiempo dedisceret paene discen-
do (Cicerén, De Or., 3, 93). La lucha por el
control de las escuelas de retorica no solo
era una cuestion filosofica, estaba en juego
la formacion de los futuros dirigentes del
estado, es decir, es una lucha politica entre
la aristocracia conservadora y el nuevo y
reforzado partido popular. A principios del
siglo1a. C. este enfrentamiento terminara
en una guerra civil entre ambos partidos,
dirigidos respectivamente por Mario y Sila.

A pesar de la prohibicién, Ciceron sos-
tenia en una carta a Titinio (Suetonio,
Gram., 26), que un tal Plocio Galo fue el
primer maestro de retorica en latin cuando
él atn era un nifo, y que, si no acudié a
su escuela, fue porque algunos le recomen-
daron, como mas conveniente, aprender de
maestros griegos.
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Ciceron sera el principal artifice de
una version latina de la terminologia re-
térica griega empleada en estas escuelas.
Tras la crisis de la Reptiblica y la muerte
de Ciceron, la retérica latina se empobre-
ce a medida que pierde eficacia la oratoria
forense. Se produce una fractura entre la
formacion retorica y la practica oratoria,
reducida esta altima al 4mbito escolar y
separada de la toma de decisiones politi-
cas, hasta desembocar Unicamente en un
tratado de la elocuencia.

Como recuerda (2013, pp. 472-477),
este proceso serd paulatino y no supone
una desaparicion o pérdida de influencia
de las escuelas de retorica. Todavia a fina-
les del siglo 1, Vespasiano crea en la ciudad
de Roma una catedra destinada a la reto-
rica latina desempenada por Quintiliano, y
otra de retorica griega; y en el siglo 1, en
pleno apogeo de la segunda sofistica, Mar-
co Aurelio muestra su interés personal por
la palabra a la luz de la propuesta estoica
de sus Meditaciones (cfr. 16 del libro III; en
la 30 del libro VII o la 34 del X). En su pre-
ferencia por la filosofia frente a la retérica,
el emperador filosofo dota a la ciudad de
Atenas de una catedra de retérica y cuatro
de filosofia, correspondientes a las cuatro
grandes escuelas de estoicos, epicireos,
platonicos y aristotélicos.

Ya en el siglo m d. C. el jurista Ulpia-
no (Dig. V. 5, 2,8) alude a la existencia de
escuelas elementales incluso en pequenas
aldeas rurales. Por ejemplo, es bien cono-
cido que tanto Virgilio como San Agustin
comenzaron su formacién elemental en
sus municipios provincianos; sin embargo,
para continuar su formacién tuvieron que

trasladarse a centros urbanos hasta aca-
bar su educacion en Roma.

Era importante que los gobernantes
tuvieran un gran dominio de la retorica y
la oratoria, por eso, junto con el desarrollo
del proceso de romanizacién y el floreci-
miento de las ciudades, se fomenta la edu-
cacion, gracias a un mecenazgo pedagdgico
que se extiende desde los emperadores a
las aristocracias locales, como participan-
tes activos de la educacion en sus ciudades,
financiando la creacion y el mantenimien-
to de escuelas. Plinio el Joven (Herrero,
1959), por ejemplo, asume personalmente
la tercera parte de los gastos para el esta-
blecimiento de una escuela de ensefanza

media y superior en Como, su ciudad natal
(Epistulae IV, 13).

4. Las etapas en la formacion escolar

Quintiliano recuerda que al comenzar
su educacion los padres podian confiar sus
hijos a un maestro o preceptor, general-
mente griego, o bien enviarlos a una escue-
la con otros chicos de su edad de la mano
de un pedagogo encargado de acompanar-
los, llevar el material escolar y velar por su
adecuado comportamiento (Quintiliano,
Inst.1,1,1-5). Ambas opciones se mantuvie-
ron durante casi toda la historia de Roma
y la eleccién dependia mas del conserva-
durismo para mantener las tradiciones fa-
miliares que del poder adquisitivo. Desde
el primer desarrollo del sistema educativo
griego, algunas de las familias patricias
consideraban que la escuela era un peli-
groso foco de ideas demasiado novedosas
para la conservacion del mos maiorum;
ademaés, reunir una multitud de ninos de
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la misma edad facilitaba que consintieran
faltas morales que no se permitian en la
casa (Cfr. Juvenal, Sat. II1, p. 45 ss.).

Las fuentes antiguas conservan gran
parte de los contenidos formativos que re-
cibia un estudiante en las diferentes etapas
escolares. La principal fuente de informa-
cion es la amplisima obra de Quintiliano,
todo un tratado de pedagogia en doce li-
bros, escrito a finales del siglo1d. C. Segtin
estos datos, las clases se impartian al aire
libre, en los porticos del foro o a lo sumo
en pequenos recintos alquilados. Los bue-
nos maestros, generalmente filésofos, no
deben enojarse con facilidad, sino ser pa-
cientes, mesurados y evitar los escandalos
con un comportamiento ejemplar. A pesar
de que su consideracion social no estaba
mejor retribuida que la de un trabajador
manual (Cfr. Diocleciano Edictum De Pre-
tits Rerum Venalium, apud Leon Lazaro,
2013, p. 478), recibian regalos anualmente
o vales de trigo y algunos lograban el éxito
por la fama de sus lecciones hasta enrique-
cerse, como Quintiliano o Polion.

Gracias a los epigramas y a las satiras
podemos reconstruir la imagen que tenian
entre sus contemporaneos. Juvenal (Sat.
VII, p. 140 ss.) en una de sus satiras alu-
de al alto nivel de exigencia que los padres
imponian a estos maestros para atender
a sus hijos. Con clara ironfa refiere los
honorarios que recibian por entretener a
los alumnos mas que por ensenarles: éMe
dices que te pague? INi hablar! éQué es lo
que sé, vamos a ver?... Las retribuciones
eran moderadas, en especial las de peda-
gogos y gramaticos. Después de concertar
el sueldo que recibirian por sus lecciones,

en cualquier caso, menor que los que impo-
nian las clases de musica o las actuaciones
de pantomimas, los profesores de retérica
cobraban anualmente hasta cinco mone-
das de oro, pero muchas veces debian su-
frir regateos e impagos que terminaban en
reclamaciones ante la justicia.

Herodas (1981, pp. 41-47), un autor he-
lenistico del siglo 11 a. C., dedica uno de sus
didlogos al tipificado maestro de escuela,
Lamprisco, que poseia varios tipos de latigos
para azotar a los nifos. En la casa de Julia
Félix de Pompeya se conserva un fresco que
representa a un maestro de escuela golpean-
do a un chico con varas mientras dos de sus
companeros lo sujetan a la vista del resto.
Horacio (Epist., II, 1, 70) también declara
que su maestro acostumbraba a golpearlo
cuando era nifo, por lo que no resulta ex-
trano que Quintiliano declare que el filésofo
estoico Crisipo no desaprobaba golpear a los
estudiantes y que era una costumbre exten-
dida entre pedagogos y maestros.

Para Quintiliano, en cambio, aunque
pueda resultar chocante en el contexto de
la Antigiiedad y responda a una mentali-
dad més moderna y educativa, no le pa-
recen métodos apropiados para hombres
libres, y menos, para corregir los errores
esporadicos o las costumbres arraigadas
(Quintiliano, Inst. 1, 3, p. 14 ss.).

Una vez que el joven estudiante habia
recibido los primeros conocimientos en el
entorno familiar, en la mayoria de los casos
ingresaba en la escuela, en la que pasaba
por tres etapas que dependian de diferentes
maestros. A partir de los siete afios comen-
zaba la educacién elemental. La escuela
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recibia el nombre de ludus litterarius, esta-
ba bajo la direccién del magister y de otros
maestros como el litterator, o el calculator,
encargados de ensefar a leer, a escribir y a
realizar sencillas operaciones aritméticas.

Cuando los chicos cumplian once afios,
pasaban a depender del grammaticus para
profundizar en el correcto uso del lenguaje,
la ciencia de hablar sin incorrecciones gra-
maticales y realizar una explicacién de los
poetas (Quintiliano, Inst. I, 4, 2). E1 método
y el contenido de la gramatica es el mismo
para la lengua griega y la latina. Al igual
que en la escuela primaria, existia la posi-
bilidad de contratar un preceptor que acu-
diera a la casa para impartir las ensefan-
zas, o enviar al chico a una de las escuelas
publicas que se habian generalizado tras la
adaptacion del sistema educativo griego.

La correccion lingiiistica, es decir, el
dominio de la gramatica, sin concesiones
al solecismo o al barbarismo, es condicién
sine qua non para hacer un uso adecuado
de la lengua, lo que los romanos deno-
minaban puritas, o pureza del lenguaje.
Posteriormente, sera tarea de las virtudes
elocutivas detalladas por los maestros de
retorica (perspicuitas, ornatus, aptum). El
dominio del lenguaje, leer y escribir con
correccion en todas las etapas de la edu-
cacién media y superior, resulta uno de los
aspectos mas importantes del proceso edu-
cativo, que conviene subrayar tanto en las
antiguas escuelas como en la actualidad.

Los profesores se encargaban de dictar
textos que los alumnos debian leer, pro-
nunciar y aprender de memoria, al menos
en parte. El estudio de las reglas gramati-

cales del latin y del griego se ponia en rela-
cion con pasajes concretos de la literatura
griega y latina que los estudiantes debian
desarrollar delante de sus compaferos.
Una vez realizada la lectura con perfec-
cién formal, se hacia un comentario lite-
ral, para evaluar y criticar el adecuado uso
de las letras, silabas, la morfologia de las
palabras y su significado, asi como de las
distintas categorias gramaticales y las par-
tes de la oracion. Después, proliferaban las
explicaciones historicas y geograficas, los
conocimientos de matematicas y musica,
es decir, las materias que posteriormente

formaron parte del trivium y quadrivium
durante la Edad Media.

Tanto la gramatica como la retdrica son
artes de la expresion, la primera sirve para
hablar y escribir con correccion idiomatica
y la retérica, encargada de la belleza for-
mal, se ensefia como técnica para hablar
bien, elegantemente. El origen de estas
reflexiones sobre la gramatica y el estudio
de las reglas de funcionamiento del len-
guaje se encuentra en la escuela filologica
de Alejandria, fundada por Demetrio de
Falero, discipulo y receptor de las ense-
nanzas de Aristoteles y Teofrasto. La gran
aportacion de esta escuela se concreta tra-
dicionalmente en dos grandes vertientes:
la fijacion edicion de textos clasicos, como
el trabajo realizado por Aristarco de Samo-
tracia con las obras de Homero y el comen-
tario filoldgico de los textos, del que es un
claro exponente Aristofanes de Bizancio.

El estudio de la lengua de los autores
literarios sirve de paradigma para la con-
formacion de la lengua griega comtn. Una
vez fijados y comentados los textos, es po-
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sible realizar la eleccion del canon de los
autores que van a servir de pauta para la
educacion de la que se encarga el gram-
maticus. Se suele atribuir a esta escuela
la creacion del canon literario alejandri-
no que tanta vigencia e importancia va
a tener en el sistema educativo posterior
latino, mediante la ensefianza de reglas e
imitacion de los modelos clasicos.

La eleccion de los autores candnicos que
se ensefan en las escuelas es una decision
trascendental para la posterior historia de
la literatura y para la educacién del gusto
literario y esta dependia en gran parte de
la ensenanza del profesor de gramatica.
Eran ellos quienes actuaban como criticos
literarios que determinaban la calidad de
las obras y los autores que debian apren-
derse, imitarse y, por lo tanto, copiarse y
conservarse en las bibliotecas para la pos-
teridad. Entre los autores griegos mas lei-
dos y estudiados estaba Homero; entre los
latinos Livio Andronico y Ennio, como pa-
dres de la literatura latina. Los otros auto-
res son los que han llegado hasta nosotros
con éxito y fama: Virgilio, Horacio, Ovidio,
Salustio, Tito Livio, Cicerdén, Séneca, etc.
(Quintiliano, Inst. X, 1, 104).

La escuela de gramatica servia para
afianzar los conocimientos de la lengua la-
tina y griega de una sociedad que ya de por
si era bilingtie (Cfr. Bravo Bosch, 2011). La

estudio de la lengua griega, porque la pri-
mera instruccién se ocupaba de las disci-
plinas griegas, pero enseguida continuaba
con la lengua y los conocimientos propia-
mente latinos, para que se complementa-
ran mutuamente.

Por tltimo, el tercer periodo corres-
pondia a la escuela del rhetor a la que
acudian aquellos que querian perfeccio-
nar su educacion hasta los veinte afos
aproximadamente.

5. La ensefianza del rhetor

La organizacion del sistema educativo
romano presentaba al rhetor como el profe-
sor de elocuencia. En su escuela los jovenes
que tenian mayores inquietudes se prepa-
raban para la vida publica con el estudio de
los textos clasicos, especialmente de los tex-
tos en prosa y en el dificil arte del decir, ba-
sado en el estudio de las metddicas técnicas
definidas por la retdrica, en la practica y en
los gjercicios. El rhetor ensenaba diferentes
figuras retoricas: los lugares comunes, a
realizar encomios o vituperios, comparacio-
nes, parafrasis, y a elaborar tesis.

Tanto Cicerén como la Retorica a He-
renio recuerdan frecuentemente la impor-
tancia de los ejercicios y la practica ora-
toria: «pues solo quienes han adquirido a
través de una larga practica un amplio co-
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nocimiento del vocabulario y de las formas
de expresion de las ideas podran tratarlos
con la elegancia y dignidad que su natura-
leza requiere» (Ciceron, De inv. 11, 15, 50).
También la Retérica a Herenio repite en

lengua griega y su literatura conformaban
el paradigma cultural que marcaba la dis-
tincién en el conocimiento, en la excelen-
cia del gusto y provocaba la imitacion de
la latina. Esta misma preocupacion queda
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reflejada en el sistema educativo. Quinti-
liano prefiere que el nino comience por el

varios lugares la misma idea: «comenza-
ré la exposicion de la materia. Solo quiero
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recordarte antes una cosa importante: la
teoria sin una préactica constante no sirve
de mucho; comprenderas, por tanto, que el
estudio de estos preceptos debe ir unido al
gjercicio» (Rhet ad Her, 1,1,1).

El estudio y desarrollo de las reglas de
la retérica no tendria sentido sin la prac-
tica oratoria. Todo aprendizaje activo que
involucre al estudiante en cualquier cono-
cimiento necesita una ejercitacion super-
visada. Las correcciones y comentarios del
maestro sirven de estimulo y aprovecha-
miento para la ensefianza del arte retorico.
Asi lo recomienda Quintiliano (I,1, 33; I,
8, 1) para ejercitar los primeros pasos re-
lacionados con la lectura de las letras. El
desarrollo del conocimiento, el aprendizaje
y, en definitiva, la educacién, no terminan
con el tiempo dedicado durante la adoles-
cencia a la escuela, sino que deberian po-
nerse en practica a lo largo de toda la vida.

El estudio de las reglas y la ejercita-
cion retorica, sin embargo, no consiste en
un conocimiento exclusivamente pragma-
tico, orientado solo a destacar en la vida
putblica: Quintiliano en el proemio de su
obra (Inst. I, p. 9 ss.) destaca la necesidad
de la honradez por parte del orador y del
desarrollo de las grandes virtudes como la
justicia, la fortaleza, la prudencia o la tem-
planza, que formaban parte del ideal mo-
ral y social de la aristocracia romana. La
filosofia y la retérica se hallan unidas, de
forma que la sabiduria y la elocuencia se
deberian considerar sindnimos y, por eso,
se detallan en los manuales de retérica,
como también hace Cicerén al hablar de la

argumentacion del género deliberativo (De
inventione, I, 53, 159).

La profesion del maestro de retérica
estaba mejor considerada socialmente que
la del grammaticus o litterator, porque se
dirigia principalmente a los hijos de aris-
tocratas que se preparaban para la vida
publica. Las primeras escuelas de retérica
se abrieron en el siglo 11 a. C., fecha que
se puede inferir gracias a los decretos de
expulsion que se han revisado con anterio-
ridad. Estas escuelas desplazaron la anti-
gua costumbre romana de que los alum-
nos aprendian desde jovenes mediante la
asistencia al foro romano en compania del
padre o de algtin abogado famoso.

La aparicion de las escuelas de retori-
ca causo un gran revuelo en la sociedad
romana, ya que la doctrina impartida en
ellas entraba en conflicto con los ideales
educativos mas conservadores. Para Cra-
so (Ciceron, De orat. 3, 93) la importancia
de la practica por encima de la formacion
parecia algo desvergonzado y una excusa
para minar las costumbres romanas y en-
riquecerse a costa de las familias adinera-
das con afan de poder. El hecho es que, po-
cos afos después, la practica oratoria que
se desarrollaba en las escuelas de retérica
se generaliza y difunde entre los jovenes
mas ambiciosos.

Cicerén (Brut., p. 312 ss.) traza en sus
escritos un fantastico retrato del proceso
de formacion de un joven de principios del
siglo1a. C., y refleja su propia inquietud y
experiencia con los profesores y maestros
de retorica a los que acudi6 para comple-
tar su educacion: después de dos anos de
experiencia en la defensa de causas en
Roma, dedic6 dos afios méas a perfeccionar
su formacion y se incorporé a la escuela de

filosofia de Antioco y a la de retorica de De-
metrio el Sirio en Atenas (Plutarco, Cic., 3,
5). En Asia, se dedicé a escuchar a los ora-
dores mas prestigiosos, entre los que des-
tacan Menipo, Dionisio el Grande, Esquilo
de Gnido o Jenocles, personajes de los que
apenas conocemos el nombre. Finalmente,
acudi6 a Rodas para dedicar mas tiempo a
aquellos maestros que habia escuchado y
conocido en Roma y que tantas alabanzas
habian pronunciado de sus dotes oratorias:
Molon y Posidonio (Plutarco, Cic., 4, 5).

Séneca el Viejo también estuvo vincu-
lado con las escuelas de retorica durante
su primera formacion, y era tal su entu-
siasmo por el ambiente que alli se respi-
raba, que no dudé en acudir a la escuela
de nuevo para acompafar a sus hijos (Sé-
neca, Con., X, Praef,, 2 y 9) o para escri-
bir al final de su vida la seleccion de los
declamadores que mas le habian gustado
(Séneca, Con., I, Praef., 4).

Tras la muerte de Cicerdn, la retérica
latina se fue empobreciendo a medida que
pierde eficacia la oratoria forense. Se pro-
duce una fractura entre la formacion re-
torica y la practica oratoria, reducida esta
tltima al ambito escolar y separada de la
toma de decisiones politicas, hasta desem-
bocar Gnicamente en un tratado de la elo-
cuencia. Con el advenimiento del princi-
pado, las escuelas de retdrica se limitaran
a cumplir con la funcién social de formar
juristas y altos funcionarios de la adminis-
tracion, especialmente para el ejercicio de
la abogacia (Quintiliano, Inst., 12. 1, 13).
Las escuelas asumen el papel que antes te-
nia el foro y en ellas se realizan ejercicios
de adiestramiento en la elocuencia a modo

de practicas escolares de composicion y re-
citacién y que la tradicion ha conservado
con el nombre de progymnasmata.

La declamacion, en su origen, consistia
en un ejercicio escolar que se realizaba en
la escuela de retorica bajo la supervision del
rétor. Los alumnos debian ejercitarse en la
argumentacion mediante sencillos discur-
sos de temas ficticios y, asi, los ejercicios
declamatorios surgieron como una forma
de preparar los futuros discursos, delibera-
tivos o judiciales, que debian determinar el
destino de la republica en los tribunales o
en las asambleas politicas, principalmente
el senado. Por eso, la declamacién se dividio
en estas dos ramas que tenian la forma de
suasoriae o de controversiae.

Las suasoriae eran el primer paso (y el
mas sencillo) por el que el estudiante de-
bia pasar antes de llegar a la controversia.
Consistian en mondlogos en los cuales el
estudiante debia buscar los argumentos a
favor o en contra para convencer a deter-
minado personaje mitologico o historico,
para justificar su actuacion o bien ponerse
en el lugar del personaje y deliberar sobre
el conflicto planteado. Entre los temas
conservados en las suasorias de Séneca,
encontramos el dilema de Ciceron ante
Antonio por salvar su vida o sus obras; la
decisién de los espartanos para quedarse
0 no en las Termopilas; la conveniencia de
que Alejandro entre en Babilonia o atra-
viese el océano; o la necesidad del sacrificio
de Ifigenia por parte de Agamendn en las
costas de Aulide.

Por su parte, la controversia forma par-
te de los ejercicios propios de los discursos
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judiciales en los que se desarrollaba un de-
bate entre dos escolares que sostenian dos
tesis opuestas. El tema se relacionaria di-
rectamente con alguna de las leyes que los
maestros explicaban previamente a los es-
tudiantes, después se planteaba una situa-
cién, que la mayor parte de la veces era ex-
trema, ficticia y complicada, y finalmente,
un alumno debia escribir un discurso para
defender una postura y otro para atacarla,
de forma que quedara patente que el obje-
tivo no consistia en expresar la propia opi-
nién, sino en la bsqueda de argumentos
para presentar la postura oportuna para
cada ocasion, con independencia de la ver-
dad. Conservamos este tipo de ejercicios
retoricos en la tradicion literaria grecolati-
na gracias a la obra de Tedn y Hermdgenes
del siglo 11 d. C.; los de Aftonio, del siglo v
y Nicolao de Mira en el siglo v d. C.

6. Las dltimas referencias peda-
gogicas del imperio

La asimilacion de la cultura helénica
culmina en Roma durante la tiltima fase del
imperio. Esta sintesis que comienza a con-
tar con una importante presencia del cris-
tianismo, tanto social y cultural como poli-
tica, supone la puerta de entrada a la Edad
Media y el definitivo asentamiento de la
cultura occidental. Es un periodo de inten-
sa burocratizacion de las instituciones, que
también va a influir en el sistema educativo.

En Roma, la educacion sufrié impor-
tantes cambios durante la reforma organi-
zativa de los Flavios, a finales del siglo 1
d. C. Bajo la sombra de la cultura helenis-
tica y tras el resurgimiento en la denomi-
nada segunda sofistica, se desarrollan las

escuelas municipales, se conceden privile-
gios a los maestros y se crean catedras es-
pecificas con altas retribuciones anuales,
como la de Quintiliano.

Las escuelas siguieron existiendo y
también aumento el ntmero de estudian-
tes con posibilidad de asistir y formarse en
ellas, por lo que se multiplicé el ndmero
de escuelas y de maestros. Adriano (117-
138) suprimio la instruccion militar de los
estudiantes y maestros con la intencién
de formar funcionarios encargados de la
administracion puablica. Las escuelas se
convierten en uno de los centros funda-
mentales para la difusién de la romaniza-
cion en todos los puntos de imperio, pero
especialmente en las zonas mas alejadas
de la Urbe o en las recién conquistadas, a
través de la educacion de las élites locales.
Durante el reinado de Antonino Pio (138-
161) se concedieron privilegios a los maes-
tros encargados de la educacion para que
fueran eximidos de algunas cargas, como
los impuestos municipales.

En el siglo v, Constantino (306-337) va
a marcar un nuevo rumbo en el imperio.
En parte continuara con las reformas de
Diocleciano e insistira en las medidas de
sus antecesores para impulsar y reforzar
la figura de los maestros, pero apoyado en
la nueva ideologia cristiana imperante y en
las raices culturales griegas.

Durante todo este periodo, el griego
mantuvo su predominio intelectual y cultu-
ral, no solo en el ambiente pagano, sino in-
cluso dentro del cristianismo, con una rica
liturgia y destacados apologistas, como Ori-
genes, San Basilio 0 San Juan Criséstomo.
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En esta batalla ideoldgica entre el cristia-
nismo y el paganismo, destaca la figura de
Juliano el Apédstata (361-363), quien prohi-
bié a los cristianos el acceso como maestros
en las escuelas de retérica y se reservo el
derecho de admisién (Cod. Ilust. 10, 52, 7).
Hubo otros intentos de restaurar las tradi-
ciones paganas, como la controversia entre
Simaco y San Ambrosio a finales del siglo
1v, que indica ya cierto distanciamiento de
la alta aristocracia romana de Bizancio y de
la hegemonia cultural griega.

En definitiva, las artes liberales per-
dieron el caracter propedéutico para el de-
sarrollo de la filosofia y se convirtieron en
la base de la educacién medieval, primero
en las escuelas auspiciadas por el estado y
posteriormente en la formacion monastica
(Curtius, 1995). Un buen ejemplo de sinte-
sis integradora entre la cultura antigua y
el cristianismo lo encontramos en la figura
de Beda el Venerable, monje inglés del si-
glo v, dedicado a la investigacion histori-
ca y a la docencia (Cfr. Fernandez, 2011).
La literatura latina se centra a partir de
entonces en el cultivo retorico de las epis-
tolas en prosa con nuevos modelos en las
obras de Macrobio, el mismo Simaco y Si-
donio Apolinar, que pasaran a formar par-
te del nuevo paradigma literario medieval
(Curtius, 1995).

7. Conclusiones

El repaso de las principales fuentes do-
cumentales de la Antigiiedad sirve para
realizar un recorrido historico sobre el
tema de la educacion en Roma desde sus
comienzos. Nuestro objetivo ha consistido
en describir la formacion de la juventud en

los primeros tiempos, cémo afecto la llega-
da del modelo griego, las disputas y conse-
cuencias que esta asimilacion supuso para
el desarrollo de la ensefianza en la Roma
antigua, como eran las jornadas escolares,
a quiénes iba dirigida la educacion, algunas
caracteristicas de los estudiantes y los ni-
veles en los que se estructurd la educacion.

La primera conclusion es que el modelo
educativo antiguo, del que somos deudores
desde el punto de vista histérico y cultu-
ral, puede servir como primer término de
comparacion con las particularidades de la
pedagogia en la época actual. De esta ma-
nera, a través de la observacion del origen
y desarrollo historico de los métodos de
ensenanza y modelos educativos cultiva-
dos por griegos y romanos, descubrimos la
herencia cultural y la pervivencia de algu-
nas de sus principales caracteristicas en la
sociedad actual.

La historia contintia siendo magistra vi-
tae, tanto para bien como para mal, y junto
a las virtudes de las escuelas antiguas, se
heredan también los problemas y los vicios
de la educacion, tal es el caso del pago in-
suficiente a los profesores y del acceso res-
tringido a los niveles de educacién superior,
dificultades que atn quedan por resolver.

Las caracteristicas especificas de la en-
senanza en las escuelas latinas, a imitacién
de las griegas, determina el nacimiento y
desarrollo de las diferentes figuras docen-
tes que intervienen en la educacion de los
jovenes romanos, desde el maestro griego,
el litterator, el grammaticus y el rhetor, asi
como las ensenanzas que aportaba cada
uno de los niveles educativos.
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Otro de los rasgos mas importantes que
caracteriza la educacion de la escuela ro-
mana desde sus origenes es la implicacién
de sus actores en la vida ptblica, esto es,
las consecuencias politicas de la educacién.
En efecto, la ensenanza de la retérica en-
tre los jovenes romanos era la manera mas
comtn para que los estudiantes participa-
ran en la vida publica como protagonistas
de la actividad politica de su sociedad.

La manera de asimilar conocimientos se
fundamentaba en la practica realizada a tra-
vés de algunos de los ejercicios supervisados
por el rhetor, como las suasorias, las contro-
versias y los progymnasmata. Ademas de la
evolucion del contenido programatico que se
ensefaba en las escuelas, a partir de su ori-
gen griego, los cambios politicos afectaron
de forma contundente la educacién romana,
tanto en sus origenes, con la expulsion de
los fildsofos griegos, como en sus epigonos,
con la difusion del cristianismo o la funda-
cion de Constantinopla.

Durante el tercer periodo la retérica
escolar se separa por completo de la vida
politica, influenciada por la necesidad de
formar funcionarios publicos y debido a que
el sistema politico dominante, el imperio,
prohibe la disidencia y la libertad de expre-
sion. La falta de libertad politica imposibi-
lita la libertad de expresion, necesaria para
el desarrollo de la retérica y de una verda-
dera educacién de participacion ciudadana.
El cristianismo terminara por influir en el
modo de elegir a los profesores y en la for-
ma de explicar la literatura pagana.

Por tltimo, conviene destacar la impor-
tancia de la retérica en la educacion actual.

Si se implementara un programa, capaz de
formar a los estudiantes en el dominio de
su propio lenguaje y en el desarrollo de los
recursos comunicativos para expresar sus
ideas y argumentar adecuadamente sobre
temas actuales, presentes en el debate po-
litico y cultural, sin duda la educacién re-
torica serviria para formar ciudadanos mas
cultos, mas participativos y conscientes de
las decisiones politicas de su sociedad, mas
humanos, en el sentido de promotores de
un nuevo humanismo, tecnologizado, pero
dialogante, original e inteligente.

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An approach to the Roman school
Retorica y Educacion: una aproximacion a la escuela romana

Abstract:

The training of proficient, educated and
professional people was essential in Graeco-Ro-
man antiquity. Rhetoric was used to deliver
a speech correctly, make political decisions,
defend a position, or accuse a certain person
and to persuade a judge. These characteris-
tics were developed in the school of rhetoric.
This article describes the characteristics of ed-
ucation in Rome, its role within society, who
received education and how, the changes it
underwent during the course of history and,
above all, the role of rhetoric in the schools of
Ancient Rome. The objective of the work is to
identify the influence of Roman education on
Western culture and to reclaim the importance
of rhetoric for contemporary education. It will
consider three historical stages in which Ro-
man education underwent changes. We will
start with the description of the school day, the

different types of teachers and the structure
of education. Special emphasis is also placed
on the role of rhetoric in education, the differ-
ent declamatory exercises (controversies and
suasories ), the role of rhetoric in creating par-
ticipative citizens and finally, the reasons for
the decline of rhetoric. Among the conclusions,
we will verify how some of the teaching meth-
ods and educational models inherited from the
Greeks and cultivated by the Romans, still
retain some of their main characteristics in
today’s society. For better and for worse, the
virtues of education have been inherited, as
have the problems, such as the matter of in-
sufficient pay for teachers and limited access
to higher education, difficulties which are yet
to be resolved.

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Resumen:

En la antigiedad grecolatina era funda-
mental la formacién de personas capacitadas,
cultas y profesionales que supieran expresar
adecuadamente sus ideas por medio del dis-
curso, como tomar decisiones politicas, coémo
defender una postura o acusar a determinada
persona y persuadir al juez de adherirse a su
argumento y conclusiones. Estas caracteristi-
cas se desarrollaban en la escuela de retorica.
Este articulo describe las caracteristicas de la
educacién en Roma, su papel dentro de la socie-
dad, quiénes y cémo recibian la educacion, qué
cambios sufrié durante la historia y, sobre todo,
cudl fue el papel de la retérica en las escuelas de
la antigua Roma. El objetivo del trabajo es iden-
tificar la influencia de la educacion romana en
la cultura occidental y rescatar la importancia
de la retérica para la educacién contemporanea.
Se contemplan tres etapas histéricas en las que
cambia la educacion latina. Empezaremos con
la descripcién de la jornada escolar, los distintos
tipos de profesores y la estructura de la educa-

cion. Se hace, ademas, especial énfasis en el pa-
pel de la retorica en la educacion, los diferentes
gjercicios declamatorios (controversias y suaso-
rias), su funcién como creadora de ciudadanos
participativos y, finalmente, los motivos de la
decadencia de la retorica.

Entre las conclusiones comprobamos
como los métodos de ensenanza y modelos
educativos heredados de los griegos y cultiva-
dos por los romanos atn conservan algunas
de sus principales caracteristicas en la socie-
dad actual. Para bien o para mal, se heredan
tanto las virtudes como los problemas de la
educacion, tal es el caso del interés por de-
sarrollar la capacidad argumentativa del len-
guaje o entre las dificultades que atn quedan
por resolver, la escasa retribucién a los profe-
sores y el acceso restringido a los niveles de
educacion superior.

1. Introduction

Education began as a special service
whereby only people of a higher social sta-
tus received a formal education. Today’s
education represents a fundamental insti-
tution for most societies, acting as a dri-
ving force for well-being and social mobility.

The origins and foundation of mod-
ern-day Western society can be found in
Rome and Greece. In Graeco-Roman antig-
uity it was considered essential to instruct
proficient, educated and professional peo-
ple who could express their ideas correctly

using the spoken word, take political deci-
sions, defend a position or make an accu-
sation before a judge. Education, therefore,
plays a very important role in Roman soci-
ety and in other so-called Western cultures
who have inherited the classical legacy.

For this reason, this article outlines the
characteristics of schooling in the ancient
world and its role in society, the descrip-
tion of who received education and how
they received it, the changes it underwent
over the course of history and, above all,
the role of rhetoric in Roman schools. The
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main objective of this work is to identify
the influence of Roman education on West-
ern culture and to reclaim the importance
of rhetoric in contemporary education.

Tacitus, in a fragment of A Dialogue
on Oratory (Dial., 28-4, 29-5), provides an
interesting perspective on the education
of his time. The passage serves to show us
the characteristics of the education sys-
tem, including its challenges and expecta-
tions. It reflects the appearance in this era
of stereotypes regarding education, which
continue to exist in the present, such as
students’ lack of interest in learning or the
role of the mother in educating children,
as well as choosing good teachers who in-
culcate good habits in order to create ca-
pable, participative citizens, who are able
to express their ideas appropriately, subtly
and advantageously. Studying the classi-
cal model can enlighten us in our attempt
to understand more fully where we come
from and where we are going.

For this work, our starting point was
the more traditional, historical division
proposed by Leén Lazaro (2013). According
to this author, education in Rome can be
divided principally into three major stages:
the first covers the eighth to the third cen-
turies BC, that is, the Monarchy and the
beginning of the Republic; the second is
the period encompassing the third century
BC and the second century AD, between
the Punic Wars and the Antonine Dynasty,
which is noteworthy for the arrival of the
Greek model; and the third stage, the Late
Roman Empire, when declamation was
introduced as a literary genre. In addition
to reviewing the characteristics of Roman

education over the different historical peri-
ods, it will be necessary to review the struc-
ture of the educational system and, lastly,
the use of rhetoric and oratory and the in-
troduction of different types of exercises in
declamation and argumentation.

2. The beginnings

In Ancient Rome, it was the parents
who were mainly in charge of their chil-
dren’s education, which consisted in teach-
ing the elements of reading, writing and
arithmetic. From birth until children be-
gan to develop the first signs of an ability
to reason, they were their mother’s respon-
sibility, although she would generally del-
egate the first three years to a nurse who
would teach them to speak, and recognise
numbers and letters. The nurse would also
tell them the legends of the gods and god-
desses. From the age of seven, boys passed
into their father’s care, whereas girls con-
tinued under their mother’s supervision,
where they learned about domestic chores
and household administration.

It was usual to educate women to be-
come the lady of the house, to watch over
and assign work to the slaves, administer
food supplies and take charge of raising the
children. Literary sources show the image
of women sewing, weaving or doing em-
broidery by the hearth at home, with their
slaves around them, as recorded by an epi-
taph from the Republican era: casta fuit,
domum servavit, lanam fecit (CIL I, 1007).
The paterfamilias arranged the daughter’s
marriage and, after the wedding ceremony,
she would depend on her husband and take
charge of family matters in her new home.
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Women’s education also included their par-
ticipation in social life. This participation
was far more active in the culture of Rome
than in that of Greece; women attend-
ed banquets in the company of their hus-
bands, they were noted for their discretion
and virtue, and because of this they enjoyed
relative freedom of movement.

The Romans valued their home life
highly, along with the virtues of the an-
cient Republic’s matrons: a private ar-
chetype held up as a public model of how
a mother should be, noble and virtuous,
particularly bound to the responsibilities
of the State, although not solely for the
function of providing it with new citizens.
In The Aeneid, the matrons rebel and pray
for a city: Urbem orant; taedet pelagi per-
ferre laborem (Virgil, Aen., V, 618-ff.) and
they burn the ships while the men are en-
joying themselves at the games. The main
virtues that women should learn, apart
from loyalty or faithfulness, are silence
and bravery (Cf. Plutarch, Mor., 247A).

In some cases, at the highest levels of
the aristocracy, care was taken to ensure
that girls had specialised teachers to in-
struct them in Latin and Greek literature
and other arts, such as music or dance,
but without neglecting the running of
a household and the duties which have
been regarded as specifically female since
ancient times. The classical tradition con-
tains honourable exceptions, such as the
mothers of the Gracchi, Julius Caesar or
Octavian. Not to mention Sappho, Aspasia
of Miletus or Hypatia of Alexandria. (Cf.
Plutarch, Advice to the Bride and Groom,
Dialogue on Love and Virtues of Women).

The most widespread tradition was for
the head of the family or paterfamilias to
take charge of his sons’ education. Once a
boy had learned to read and write with his
mother and had turned seven, he began to
receive a more practical type of education,
in keeping with his physical growth, as de-
scribed by both Cato the Elder (Plutarch,
Cat. Ma., 20, 5.) and Paulus Aemilius
(Plutarch, Aem., 6, 8), in relation to their
sons’ education. The aim of this education,
in such an eminently conservative and
pragmatic setting as Roman society, was
to provide the new members of the fami-
ly with moral principles and good habits,
collectively known as the mos maiorum,
to enable them to fend for themselves in
social and working life, in accordance with
the family principles. For this reason, the
father would let his son accompany him in
some of his daily tasks. Among the most
significant activities were using a plough
and learning the basics of agriculture; mil-
itary training in the defence of territory
and family; and honouring the gods. As an
example, as has already been noted in nu-
merous studies, M. Porcius Cato taught his
son himself “to read and write, he taught
him about laws and made him exercise in

the gymnasium, (...) to use weapons and to
ride a horse” (Plutarch, Cat. Ma., 20,6)".

The responsibility for educating a son
in the family ended when he assumed the
toga virilis, between the ages of 14 and
17, when the paterfamilias saw fit. At this
point, the boy registered as a citizen, he re-
ceived the tria nomina, removed the amulet
or bulla against evil spirits that he wore
around his neck, and began his instruction
in public life with his first visit to the fo-
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rum. Although an adolescent who under-
went this coming of age rite could vote
and become a magistrate as a fully-fledged
citizen, in order to continue his education
he still had to actively accompany a rela-
tive or family friend, who would generally
have more experience in judicial practice,
law or even just the trading that occurred
in the forum, which was at the heart of
public life in Ancient Rome. This kind of
forensic internship, called tirocinium fori,
formalised the following step in the train-
ing process; later he would have to fulfil
his military obligations by learning about
weapons and the organisation of the army,
he would learn how to coexist with other
citizens and, depending on his social sta-
tus, he would work as a tribunus militum,
that is, an officer in the Roman Legion.

The Roman system of education only
contemplated the instruction of free citi-
zens. Servants and slaves, who were respon-
sible for service and agricultural work, had
no access to studies. Each home, however,
had a space reserved for the education of
household slaves, where they could acquire
the knowledge needed to perform their
obligations effectively. Extensive evidence
has been provided by different sources
and studies (Bonner, 2012), regarding the
later development of just such a space,
among the emperor’s slaves, in a kind of
family school run by a pedagogue.

As for formal education, there has been
evidence of it since the early days of the
Monarchy, found in various accounts such
as those written by Plutarch (Cf. Plutarch,
Num., 3), who, in reference to Romulus
and Remus, claims that Faustulus, the

shepherd who found them in the she-wolf’s
cave, sent them to the small town of Gabii
and there they learned to read and write
and everything else that well-born children
should know. (Cf. Plutarch, Romm., 6).

Schools as such came into existence
during the Republic in the city of Rome,
among the shops in the forum, and in oth-
er Roman cities, which hummed with the
sound of children’s voices as they learned
to read; later, around the third century BC,
mention is usually made of the apparition
of the first school with its own teacher,
that of Spurius Carvilus (Plutarch, Quaest.
Rom., 59)%. At that time, the Greek model
was used, according to the famous poem
by Horace. (Ep., II, 1, 156).

Despite the establishment of schools of
rhetoric in Rome, even in the first centu-
ry, parents took their children to religious
processions in order to convey the impor-
tance of the mos maiorum and the weight
of family traditions. As depicted in the Ara
Pacis friezes, or according to the testimony
of Pliny the Elder, “each child had his own
father for a teacher, and those who were fa-
therless chose a distinguished, prudent el-
der to act as father; this was the best way
to learn, by example and through practice,
about how powerful the speakers were, the
rights of those who disagreed, the authority
of the judges, the freedom of others...” (Leén
Lazaro, 2013, p. 473). However, the most
usual practice among parents during the Re-
public consisted in entrusting their sons’ ed-
ucation to a Greek teacher, as in the case of
the Gracchi, who were taught by Diophanes
of Mytilene and Menelaus of Marathon, re-
spectively, Pompey’s sons or Cicero’s son.
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3. The Greek model

In the third and second centuries BC,
when the Romans began to have clos-
er contact with the Greek world, many
rhetoricians and philosophers arrived on
the Italic Peninsula, as they had done in
Greece in the fifth century, intending to
democratise the culture there and replace
the individualistic, aristocratic elitism,
which was so typically Roman, with a so-
cial service which would allow a greater
number of well-prepared people to gain
access to public life and participate in it.
(Jaeger, 2009, p. 265 ff.).

However, the proliferation of Greek
schools increased the aristocratic nature
of the education system and its relation-
ship with the city, by creating a distinctly
urban type of education. Education was
limited to the free, city-dwelling popula-
tion, and it established itself in towns with
the aim of preparing the members of the
ruling oligarchies. After gaining military
and economic control of the whole of the
Mediterranean, the Roman world was
to undergo an overwhelming process of
Hellenisation as a result of adopting the
Greek education system. Military victory
paved the way to economic and cultural
development. (Blanco Pérez, 2005).

The first Latin writers, Livius Andron-
icus and Ennius, are fine examples of the
assimilation of Greek culture in Rome
(Suetonius, Gram., 1). Not long after, in
the Scipionic Circle, figures such as the
historian Polybius of Megalopolis, Dio-
genes of Babylon, Panaetius of Rhodes and
Diophanes of Mytilene, among others, ed-
ucated young men in Hellenic ideals.

This closeness to the Hellenic world was
not without controversy and caused the Sen-
ate to expel philosophers and rhetoricians
(Suetonius, Gram., 25) in the year 173 BC,
and again shortly after in 161 BC. Although
these decrees “did not state the reasons for
this expulsion, they may possibly be related
to the distinct anti-Hellenism that existed
in certain aristocratic groups who defend-
ed the old values, the rural Roman values.
These groups only wished to allow certain
Hellenic values to filter through, those
which the ruling senatorial class would
be able to assimilate. At a certain point,
philosophers and rhetoricians were poten-
tially unassimilable and they were expelled”
(Rhetorica ad Herennium, 1991, p. 17).

Later, in 92 BC, the censors Gnaeus
Domitius Ahenobarbus and Lucius Licini-
us Crassus issued another edict concerning
the Latin schools of rhetoric with a serious
warning (Suetonius, Gram., 25) that in these
schools young people were not learning the
traditions of their elders and were wasting
time dedisceret paene discendo (Cicero, De
Or., 3, 93). The struggle for control of the
schools of rhetoric was not only a philo-
sophical question, the training of the future
rulers of the state was also at stake, that is
to say, it was a political struggle between
the conservative aristocracy and the new,
reinforced popular faction. At the beginning
of the first century BC, this conflict would
end in a civil war between the two parties,
led by Marius and Sulla respectively.

Despite the prohibition, in a letter to
Titinius Cicero states (Suetonius, Gram.,
26), that when he was still a child, a certain
Plotius Gallus was the first to teach rhetoric
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in Latin and that, although he did not at-
tend this school, it was because he was ad-
vised to learn from Greek teachers, as this
was considered more suitable for him.

Cicero was the main architect behind
a Latin version of Greek rhetorical terms
used in these schools. Following the crisis
of the Roman Republic and the death of
Cicero, Latin rhetoric went into decline at
the same time as forensic oratory began
to lose its effectiveness. This produced a
rupture between rhetorical training and
the practice of oratory, with the latter
being limited to the school environment
and becoming separate from political de-
cision-making, up to the point of being
reduced to a simple treatise on eloquence.

As recalled by Leén Lazaro (2013, pp.
472-477), this was a gradual process and
it did not entail the disappearance of the
schools of rhetoric or their loss of influence.
Even at the end of the first century, Vespa-
sian created a professorial chair in Latin
rhetoric in the city of Rome, which was held
by Quintilian, and another in Greek rheto-
ric; and in the second century, at the height
of the Second Sophistic, Marcus Aurelius
showed his personal interest in language
which is reflected in the Stoic perspective
of his Meditations (Cf. III, 16; VII, 30 or X,
34). In his preference for philosophy over
rhetoric, the emperor-philosopher endowed
several professorial chairs in Athens, one in
rhetoric and four in philosophy, one for each
of the four major schools: Stoicism, Epicure-
anism, Platonism and Aristotelianism.

Previously, in the third century AD, the
jurist Ulpian (Dig. V. 5, 2,8) mentions that

elementary schools existed even in small,
rural villages; it is well known, for exam-
ple, that both Virgil and Saint Augustine
began their elementary education in their
small provincial towns; however, in order
to continue their training, they had to
move to larger towns and eventually com-
pleted their education in Rome.

It was essential for rulers to have a
good command of rhetoric and oratory
and, for this reason, at the same time as
the process of Romanisation evolved and
cities flourished, education was furthered
through pedagogical patronage. This was
bestowed by patrons ranging from emper-
ors to local aristocrats, who actively par-
ticipated in the education system in their
cities, by funding the creation and mainte-
nance of schools. Pliny the Younger (He-
rrero, 1959), for example, personally bore
a third of the expense of establishing a
school for secondary and higher education
in Como, his home town (Epistulae IV, 13).

4. Stages of school education
Quintilian recalls that when he began
his education, parents could entrust their
sons to a teacher or preceptor, who was
generally Greek, or send them to a school
with other boys their own age in the
charge of a pedagogue, who would accom-
pany them, take care of school material
and ensure that they behaved themselves
suitably (Quintilian, Inst. I,1,1-5). Both of
these options persisted virtually through-
out the history of Rome and choosing
between them depended more on conser-
vatism in upholding family traditions than
on purchasing power. Since the Greek
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education system first began to develop,
some of the patrician families regarded
schools as a dangerous breeding ground
for the new ideas that threatened the mos
maiorum; furthermore, grouping children
of the same age together made it easier to
indulge moral failures which would not
have been tolerated at home (Cf. Juvenal,
Sat. 111, p. 45 ff.).

Most of the educational subjects which
were taught to students in the different
stages of schooling have been preserved in
ancient sources’. The main source of in-
formation is the extensive body of work by
Quintilian, a complete treatise on peda-
gogy in twelve books, which he wrote at the
end of the first century AD. According to
these works, classes took place in the open
air, under the forum porches or, at best,
in small, rented premises. Good teachers,
generally philosophers, were not supposed
to lose their tempers easily, but rather be
patient and restrained, and avoid scandal
by behaving in an exemplary way. Despite
the fact that their social standing was no
better-paid than a manual labourer, (Cf.
Diocletian Edictum De Pretiis Rerum Ve-
nalium, apud Leon Lazaro, 2013, p. 478),
they received gifts every year or free grain
and some of them achieved success as a
result of their renowned lessons, even to
the point of becoming rich, such as Quin-
tilian or Pollio.

Through epigrams and satire we can re-
construct how they were regarded by their
peers. In one of his satires, Juvenal (Sat.
VII, p. 140 ff) alludes to the high stan-
dards that parents required these teach-
ers to have in order to take care of their

sons. In a clearly ironic tone, he refers
to the fees they received for entertaining
their students rather than teaching them:
You're asking me to pay? Forget it! Well,
what have I learned?... Their wages were
modest, specially those of pedagogues and
grammarians. After fixing the wages that
they would receive for their lessons, which
were in any case lower than those for mu-
sic classes or pantomime performances,
teachers of rhetoric were paid up to five
gold coins a year, though they often had to
endure haggling and non-payment, which
could lead to claims being brought to court.

Herodas (1981, 41-47), a Hellenistic
writer in the second century BC, dedicat-
ed one of his dialogues to the epitome of a
schoolteacher, Lamprisco, who had several
kinds of whip to flog the boys with. In the
house of Julia Felix in Pompeii, a fresco
has been preserved which depicts a school-
teacher hitting a boy with sticks while two
of his classmates restrain him and the oth-
ers watch. Horace (Epist., II, 1, 70) also
claims that his teacher was in the habit
of beating him when he was a child, and
therefore it is no surprise that Quintilian
declared that the Stoic philosopher Chry-
sippus did not disapprove of beating stu-
dents and that it was a widespread habit
among pedagogues and teachers.

In Quintilian’s opinion, however, al-
though it may seem surprising in the
context of ancient times and is in keeping
with a more modern and educational way
of thinking, these methods are not appro-
priate for free men, let alone for correcting
occasional mistakes or ingrained habits
(Quintilian, Inst. I, 3, p. 14 ff.).
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Once the young student had acquired
basic knowledge in the family, in most cas-
es he would be sent to school, where he
would go through three stages, each with
a different teacher. Elementary education
began at the age of seven. The school was
called ludus litterarius and it was run by
the magister and other teachers, such as
the lLitterator or the calculator, who were
in charge of teaching the pupils to read
and write, and do simple arithmetic.

When the boys reached eleven years,
they moved on to depend on the gramma-
ticus for more in-depth study of the use of
language, the science of speaking without
making grammatical mistakes, and poet-
ry analysis (Quintilian, Inst. I, 4, 2). The
method and grammatical content were the
same for both the Greek and Latin lan-
guages. As in primary school, the possibili-
ty existed of hiring a preceptor who would
teach classes in the home or of sending the
boy to one of the state schools which had
become widespread following the adapta-
tion of the Greek education system.

Being linguistically accurate, that is,
having a command of grammar, without
succumbing to solecisms or barbarisms, is
a sine qua non condition in using a lan-
guage correctly, which the Romans called
puritas, or the purity of the language. Fol-
lowing this, they moved on to the virtues
of eloquence expounded by the teachers
of rhetoric (perspicuitas, ornatus, aptum).
Mastery of the language, reading and
writing correctly at all stages of secondary
and higher education, has proved to be
one of the most important aspects of the
educational process and it should be em-

phasised in schools, both in ancient times
and in the present.

The teachers dictated texts that the
students had to read, say aloud and learn
by heart, at least partially. The study of
Latin and Greek grammar was conduct-
ed through the use of specific passages
from Greek and Latin literature which the
students had to perform in front of their
classmates. Once they had read the text
flawlessly, they had to analyse it, evaluate
it and consider whether it made suitable
use of letters, syllables, morphology of
words and their meaning, as well as the
different points of grammar and parts of
speech. Afterwards, the focus shifted to
studying history and geography in more
depth and developing their knowledge of
mathematics and music, that is, the sub-
jects that later became part of the trivium
and quadrivium in the Middle Ages.

Both grammar and rhetoric are arts of
expression, the former is used to speak and
write correctly and idiomatically, while
rhetoric, responsible for creating a form
containing beauty, is taught as a technique
in speaking well and elegantly. The origin
of these reflections on grammar and the
study of the rules of how language func-
tions can be found in the school of Philol-
ogy in Alexandria, founded by Demetrius
of Phalerum, a disciple and student of the
teachings of Aristotle and Theophrastus.
The significant contribution of this school
is traditionally summarised in two ma-
jor areas: the stabilisation and edition of
classical texts, such as that undertaken by
Aristarchus of Samothrace with Homer’s
works, and philological commentary on
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texts, with Aristophanes of Byzantium as
a clear exponent.

Studying the language used by literary
authors acted as a paradigm in the con-
struction of a standard Greek language.
Once the texts had been stabilised and
commented upon, it was then possible to
choose the canon of authors that would
be used as the educational framework in
the classes imparted by the grammati-
cus. This school is generally credited with
creating the Alexandrian literary canon
which would later hold such importance
in the Roman education system, through
the teaching of rules and imitating the
classical models.

The choice of canonical authors to be
taught in schools was a transcendental de-
cision in terms of the subsequent history
of literature and for the education of liter-
ary tastes, and this depended a great deal
on the grammar teachers. They acted as
literary critics who determined the quality
of the works and authors to be studied, im-
itated and, therefore, copied and preserved
in libraries for posterity. Among the Greek
authors who were most widely read and
studied was Homer; among the Romans
were Livius Andronicus and Ennius, the
fathers of Latin literature. The other au-
thors are those whose success and fame
have survived to the present day: Virgil,
Horace, Ovid, Sallust, Livy, Cicero, Sene-
ca, etc. (Quintilian, Inst. X, 1, 104).

The grammar schools helped to consol-
idate knowledge of the Greek and Latin
languages in an already bilingual society
(Cf. Bravo Bosch, 2011). The language

and literature of Greece represented the
cultural paradigm which indicated refined
knowledge and excellent taste, and this
led Latin to imitate it. The same concern
was reflected in the education system.
Quintilian preferred children to begin by
studying the Greek language, since prima-
ry education taught the Greek disciplines,
but immediately afterwards this would be
followed by the Latin language and knowl-
edge related to it, so that the two languages
would complement each other.

Finally, the third period involved the
school of the rhetor which was attended
by students who wished to improve their
education until they were roughly twenty
years old.

5. The teachings of the rhetor

In the organisation of the Roman edu-
cation system the rhetor was the teacher
of eloquence. In his school, the more am-
bitious students prepared for a life in the
public sphere by studying the classical
texts, especially those written in prose,
and the difficult art of speaking, based on
the study of the technical methods defined
by rhetoric, as well as practice and exercis-
es. The rhetor taught different rhetorical
figures: commonplaces, the use of encomi-
um or vituperation, comparisons and para-
phrases, and the development of a thesis.

Both Cicero and the Rhetorica ad He-
rennium frequently emphasise the impor-
tance of oratory exercises and practice,
“as only those who have, through long
practice, acquired a broad knowledge of
vocabulary and ways to express ideas, will
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be able to discuss them with the elegance
and dignity that their nature requires”
(Cicero, De inv. II, 15, 50). The Rhetorica
ad Herennium also repeats the same idea
in several places: “I simply wish to re-
mind you, first of all, of a very important
point: theory without continuous prac-
tice is worth little; you will understand,
therefore, that the study of these precepts
should be applied through practice” (Rhet
ad Her, 1,1,1).

The study and development of the rules
are meaningless without oratory practice.
All active learning which involves the stu-
dent in any field of knowledge requires
supervised practice. The teacher’s correc-
tions and comments stimulate and support
the teaching of the art of rhetoric. This is
Quintilian’s recommendation (1,1, 33; I, 8,
1) on how to practice the first steps in re-
lation to reading texts. The development
of knowledge, learning and, ultimately, ed-
ucation, does not end when an adolescent
ends his time at school, but rather should
be put into practice throughout his life.

Studying the rules and exercising
rhetoric, however, does not consist in
knowledge that is exclusively pragmat-
ic, aimed solely at standing out in pub-
lic life. In the proem to his work (Inst. I,
9ss), Quintilian highlights the need for the
orator to be honest and to develop the great
virtues of justice, fortitude, prudence or
temperance, which represented the moral
and social ideals of the Roman aristocracy.
Philosophy and rhetoric are intertwined,
in such a way that wisdom and eloquence
should be regarded as synonyms and for
this reason manuals on rhetoric describe

them in detail, as does Cicero when he
speaks about argumentation in the delib-
erative genre (De inventione, II, 53, 159).

As a profession, being a teacher of
rhetoric had a higher social status than
that of grammaticus or litterator, because
it principally concerned the sons of aris-
tocrats who were preparing to enter the
public arena. The first schools of rhetoric
opened in the second century BC, a date
which can be inferred from the expulsion
decrees mentioned earlier. These schools
displaced the ancient Roman tradition of a
student learning from a young age by vis-
iting the Roman forum in the company of
his father or a renowned lawyer.

The appearance of the schools of
rhetoric caused a major upheaval in Roman
society, as the doctrine they taught there
clashed with more conservative education-
al ideals. For Crassus (Cicero, De orat. 3,
93), the importance of practice over train-
ing seemed unprincipled and he felt it was
an excuse to undermine Roman traditions
and become rich at the expense of wealthy
families with a thirst for power. The fact is
that just a few years afterwards, the orato-
ry practice which had evolved in the schools
of rhetoric became popular and it spread
among the more ambitious young men.

In his work, Cicero (Brut., 312ss) sketch-
es a fantastic portrait of a young man’s ed-
ucational journey at the beginning of the
first century BC, and describes his own con-
cerns and experience under the teachers
and tutors of rhetoric to whom he turned to
complete his education: after acquiring two
years’ experience in defending lawsuits in
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Rome, he spent a further two years on hon-
ing his skills and joined the school of Phi-
losophy in Antioch and the school of rhetoric
in Athens run by Demetrius the Syrian
(Plutarch, Cic., 3, 5). In Asia, he focused on
listening to the most prestigious orators,
principally Menippus, Dionysius of Magne-
sia, Aeschylus of Cnidus or Xenocles, people
whose names we now scarcely recognise.
Finally, he went to Rhodes to spend more
time with those teachers he had met and
listened to in Rome and who had praised
his oratory skills so highly: Molon and Po-
seidonius (Plutarch, Cic., 4, 5).

Seneca the Elder also had connections
to the schools of rhetoric during his early
education, and he was so inspired by the
atmosphere there that he did not hesitate
in returning to the school with his sons
(Seneca, Con., X, Praef., 2y 9) or writing,
at the end of his life, on the declaimers
whom he had most appreciated (Seneca,
Con., 1, Praef, 4).

Following the death of Cicero, Latin
rhetoric began to decline at the same time
as forensic oratory began to lose its effec-
tiveness. This produced a rupture between
education in rhetoric and the practice of
oratory, with the latter being limited to
the school environment and becoming sep-
arate from political decision-making, up
to the point of being reduced to a simple
treatise on eloquence. With the advent
of the Principate, the schools of rhetoric
were restricted to fulfilling the social func-
tion of training jurists and senior govern-
ment officials, especially in the field of law
(Quintilian, Inst., 12. 1, 13). The schools
took over the role that the forum had pre-

viously occupied and provided training in
the skill of eloquence by way of student
exercises in composition and recitation, a
tradition that has been preserved with the
name of progymnasmata.

Declamation, originally, consisted of an
academic exercise which was performed
under the rhetor’s supervision in the school
of rhetoric. The students had to practise
argumentation using simple speeches on
fictitious subjects, and declamatory exer-
cises arose from this as a way to prepare
the future speeches, whether deliberative
or judicial, which would determine the
course of the Republic in the courts or in
political assemblies, mainly in the Senate.
Therefore, declamation was divided into
two strands, suasoriae and controversiae.

The suasoriae were the first stage (and
the most straightforward) which the stu-
dent had to master before moving on to
the controversiae. They consisted in mono-
logues in which the student had to argue
for or against a case in order to convince a
certain mythological or historical figure, to
justify his actions or to even to put himself
in this figure’s place and deliberate on the
proposed conflict. Among the subjects pre-
served in Seneca’s suasories, we find Cice-
ro’s dilemma on whether to beg Anthony
to spare his life or his works; the Spartans’
decision whether to stay at Thermopylae
or flee; the expediency of Alexander en-
tering Babylon or sailing the ocean; or the
necessity of Agamemnon sacrificing Iphi-
genia on the coast at Aulis.

In turn, the controversies form part of
the exercises relating to judicial oratory in
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which a debate was held between two stu-
dents who defended opposing theses. The
subject would be related to one of the laws
that the teachers had previously explained
to the students, then a situation would be
outlined, which was usually extreme, fic-
titious and complicated, and finally one
student had to write a speech defending
a position and another wrote a speech at-
tacking it. It was made clear that the aim
was not to express one’s own opinion but
rather to find arguments to present the
relevant case to suit each occasion, regard-
less of the truth. The preservation of this
type of rhetorical exercise in the Grae-
co-Roman tradition has been as a result
of the work by Theon of Alexandria and
Hermogenes in the second century AD, by
Aphthonius in the fourth century, and by
Nicholas of Myra in the fifth century AD.

6. The final references to pedagogy
in the empire

The assimilation of Hellenic culture
reachedaheightin Romeinthefinal stage of
the empire. This synthesis, in which Chris-
tianity began to be increasingly present,
both socially and culturally, as well as po-
litically, represents the beginning of the
Middle Ages and the definitive establish-
ment of Western culture. It was period of
intense institutional bureaucratisation,
which would also have an influence on the
education system.

In Rome, education underwent major
changes during the administrative reforms
introduced by the Flavians at the end of
the first century AD. Under the auspices
of Hellenistic culture and after the resur-

gence of the Second Sophistic, municipal
schools flourished, privileges were granted
to teachers and specific professorial chairs
were created with high annual salaries,
such as that held by Quintilian.

Schools continued to exist and there
was also an increase in the number of stu-
dents able to attend and learn there, and as
a result, the number of schools and teachers
grew. Hadrian (117-138) supressed the mili-
tary training of students and teachers with
the aim of training officials to take charge of
public administration. Schools became one of
the fundamental focal points in the spread
of Romanisation throughout the empire,
but particularly in the regions farthest away
from the metropolis or in the recently con-
quered areas, through the education of the
local elites. During the reign of Antoninus
Pius (138-161), privileges were granted to the
teachers in charge of education exempting
them from paying certain municipal taxes.

In the fourth century, Constantine
(306-337) was to set a new course for the
empire. In part, he would continue Dio-
cletian’s reforms and insist on using his
predecessors’ methods to foster and rein-
force the figure of teachers but this would
be based on the prevailing new Christian
ideology and Greek cultural roots.

Throughout this period, Greek retained
its intellectual and cultural superiority,
not only in pagan settings but also within
Christianity with a rich liturgy and notable
apologists, such as Origen, Saint Basil or
Saint John Chrysostom. In this ideological
battle between Christianity and paganism,
the figure of Julian the Apostate (361-363)
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stands out. He prohibited Christians from
becoming teachers in the schools of rhetoric
and their right of admission was limited
(Cod. Ilust. 10, 52, 7). There were other
attempts to reinstate the pagan traditions,
such as the controversy involving Symma-
chus and Saint Ambrose towards the end
of the fourth century, which denotes a cer-
tain estrangement from the Roman high
aristocracy in Byzantium and from Greek
cultural hegemony.

Ultimately, the liberal arts lost their pro-
paedeutic nature with regard to the devel-
opment of philosophy and they became the
basis of medieval education, first of all in the
state-funded schools and later in monastic
training (Curtius, 1995). A good example of
the integrative synthesis between ancient
culture and Christianity can be found in
the figure of the Venerable Bede, an English
monk from the eighth century, who devoted
himself to historical research and teaching.
(Cf. Fernandez, 2011). From this time on,
Latin literature focused on the evolution of
rhetoric in epistles written in prose, with
new models appearing in the work of Mac-
robius, Symmachus himself and Sidonius
Apollinaris, who all became part of the new
medieval literary paradigm. (Curtius, 1995).

7. Conclusions

A review of the main documentary
sources from Antiquity provides a histor-
ical approach to the subject of Roman ed-
ucation from its beginnings. Our objective
has been to describe how young people
were educated in early times, the influence
of the arrival of the Greek model, the dis-
putes about this assimilation and its conse-

quences on the development of education in
Ancient Rome, what a school day was like,
who education was intended for, some of
the characteristics of students and the dif-
ferent levels in the educational structure.

The first conclusion that can be drawn
is that the ancient educational model,
to which we are indebted from a histor-
ical and cultural viewpoint, can serve as
a first point of comparison with the fea-
tures of current pedagogy. In this way,
by analysing the origin and historical de-
velopment of the teaching methods and
educational models used by the Greeks
and Romans, we can discover our cultur-
al heritage and observe the persistence of
some their main characteristics in con-
temporary society

History continues to be magistra vi-
tae, for better and for worse, and together
with the virtues of the ancient schools, the
legacy also includes the problems and bad
habits of education, such as the matter
of insufficient pay for teachers and limit-
ed access to higher education, difficulties
which are yet to be resolved.

The specific characteristics of teaching
in Roman schools, in imitation of the Greek
model, determined the appearance and pro-
gression of the different teaching figures
involved in the education of young Romans,
beginning with the Greek tutor and pass-
ing through the litterator, the grammaticus
and the rhetor, as well as the teaching im-
parted at each educational level.

Another of the most significant features
that characterise education in Roman schools
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from the very beginning, is the participation
in the public sphere of those involved, that
is, the political consequences of education. In
effect, the teaching of rhetoric to young Ro-
mans was the most usual way for students
to participate in public life as key players in
their society’s political activity.

The method of assimilating knowl-
edge was based on the practice achieved
through some of the exercises that the
rhetor supervised, such as the suasories,
controversies and progymnasmata. In ad-
dition to the evolution of the contents of
the programme taught in schools, owing
to their Greek origin, political changes
affected Roman education drastically, both
in its beginnings with the expulsion of the
Greek philosophers, and among its epi-
gones with the spread of Christianity or
the founding of Constantinople.

During the third period, school rhetoric
became completely detached from the public
sphere, which was influenced by the need to
train public officials, and due to the fact that
in the ruling political system, the empire,
dissidence and freedom of expression were
prohibited. The lack of political freedom
prevented freedom of expression, which was
necessary for the development of rhetoric
and for real education in citizen participa-
tion. Christianity would eventually become
an influence on the way teachers were select-
ed and the way pagan literature was taught.

Finally, the importance of rhetoric in
contemporary education should be noted. If
a programme were to be implemented which
could train students in the mastery of their
own language and in the perfection of com-

municative resources to express their ideas
and discuss current issues properly, issues
which exist in the political and cultural are-
na, no doubt rhetoric would serve to create
citizens that were more educated, more ac-
tive and conscious of the political decisions
existing in their society, more human, in the
sense of instigating a new humanism: a hu-
manism that is technological but also open
to dialogue, original and intelligent.
